All foreign nationals who come to Iceland to stay for six months have to apply for a special residence permit. The application form can be approached at the following web-site: http://www.utl.is/index.php?bId=82 

Instructions on how to fill out the application form:

In the first paragraph you only have to sign that you are coming to Iceland as a STUDENT (you are not going to apply for work permit).

Passport:  a photocopy of the applicant’s passport shall accompany the application. The following must appear in the photocopy: information about the applicant, the passport’s period of validity, a sample signature, entries and arrival stamp if the applicant has arrived in Iceland. The passport’s period of validity must be at least three months in excess of the planned period of stay in Iceland.  Expected date of arrival is: 14th of September 2009.

Means of support:  Sign (Other means of support) and write: Fully funded by the UNU-FTP

Box IV:  Information about spouse. 
You can fill this out, but you are not applying for a residence permit for your spouse  
Box V: Information about applicant’s children, including any children residing in applicant’s home country.
If you have children, please fill this out., but you are not applying for residence permit for your children so you don’t have to fill this out.
Box VI:  all applicants must enter the required information in this box.

You need to provide a statement of NO CRIMINAL RECORD

Criminal record certificate: all applicants, 18 years of age or older, shall present a criminal record certificate. The criminal record certificate shall be from the country where the applicant has stayed for the last five (5) years. The criminal record certificate shall be an original version and translated by a certified translator. Please sent it with the application. You can ask for statement of no criminal record from the police or other legal authority. NB: You also need to go to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs to get the criminal record stamped and signed by them as well. (This is a new regulation from the year 2008).
Box XI:  applicants applying for a work permit at the same time as applying for a residence permit shall enter the required information in this box. 

Information about employer:  You don’t have to fill anything in this box, because you are just applying for residence permit as a student. 

Box XII:  applicants applying for a residence permit for study purposes shall enter the required information in this box.

Box XIII:  all applicants must enter the required information in this box. 
Required documents: Confirmed originals of the required documents shall accompany applications as applicable. Please look for the Danish embassy or other Scandinavian embassies in your country for applications. The Directorate of Immigration requires all foreign certificates in other languages than English, Danish, Swedish or Norwegian, to be accompanied by translated versions by certified translators.
